Why does he dream a utopian world where all the American people would live in a social harmo;\y
and solidarity? Or does his dream echo the famous and charismatic 1963 speech delivered by the
powerful black leader Martin Luther King Jr. All these questions have been raised and answered.
He seems to be dreaming a utopian world where there is peace, complete equality, in the social mi-
liew where the people of the white and black race dwell down the ages, “Where love will bless the
earth/And peace its path adom...” (Hughes3,4).The poet wants to live in a free world where no man
will be tortured discriminated, exploited, on the ground of the colour of his skin. History is a witness
o an actual fact that the black community has been fighting for the social equality and a fair treat-
ment.

Further, the poet wants an equal share of the bounties of the natu-
ral world. His brethren were not given their share of the natural resources .The black community also
has its share but the white community denied and kept them away from enjoying the natural bliss,
flora and fauna, and certain human basic needs. He intentionally uses the word ‘other” which means
the black community. For several thousand years the Negro people were treated as others .We too
are from the same world and soil and, hence it is our attribute to enjoy the natural world and her
bounties. .. “Will share the bounties of the earth.... "(Hughes-11). The enslavement of the black com-
munity was based on the colour, religion, and even gender for that matter .According to Langston
Hughes, the nature does never discriminate. All are equal and loved by her. Why do you then dis-
criminate and deprive us from enjoying her gifts? All are her beloved children and no one be denied

her bliss and warmth.

During her six decades of literary career she wrote almost seven
au!oblographles which exclusively, extensively and minutely deal with the childhood and adulthood
p«:unf}:l 'anq unforgettable experiences. Her writings have been governed by racial abuse and
discrimination, exploitation of the black race at the hands of the white people, injustice, and suppression
of the black women by both the white and black communities. She also wrote about the problems of
the women and the restrictions imposed on them by both the communities. Throughout her writings
she seems to be fighting and putting up a brave front for the black women’s rights. She is a strong voice
of the Negro community in general and Negro women in particular.

Still I Rise is one of the most famous and even critically acclaimed poetic anthologies by Maya Angelou. It
was published in 1978 consisting 32 short poems. The poems in this volume deal with a wide range of
themes like exploitation of women, racial discrimination ,suppression of women, harassment ,determination
1o rise above the adversities, hopefulness to name a few. But the two important themes that are dominant are
feminine politics, suffocation and racial discrimination. The poem entitled Still I Rise conveys the
subjugation, exploitation, injustice the abuses that the Negro women have to face and suffer with. The white
community disrespects and humiliates the Negro women is the core theme of the poem. The poet has very
artistically and skillfully depicted with the rhetorical questions. The speaker in the poem raises the valid
questions and even answers them in a determined way. The determination of the speaker to rise above the
all odds and adversities is very perceptible and obvious.
The history of the black women has always been twisted with the lies. The white community and
the male in general have always depicted the black women derogatorily and demonic which in fact is a
complete lie. They have seen and perceived us with the prejudiced mind. Our history is a witness and reveals
the bitter experiences and the ill-treatment which we have been receiving since the time immemorial and
still it is continued by the modern civilization. The speaker in the poem exposes the modem civil society
which is cultured and civilized. She is quiet determined to rise above all these-hurdles and humiliations. The
poem has deep undercurrents of the gender inequality and discrimination, injustice intentionally rendered to
the black women on the false basis of black complexion. For so many centuries the black women have been
facing the humiliation and obstacles in the every walk of life. They have been harassed and repressed on the
ground of various cultural beliefs and national ethos projected by the white community and the patriarchal
society respectively.
Maya Angelou underlines the deeply rooted and falsely practiced gender politics. The
feminist critical theories to the literary studies have ruised the voice and protest against these ages -old
practices which deny the human rights to the black women all over the world. The poet has been seen trying
to over through the burden of these cultural practices and false beliefs. Maya Angelou seems to be speaking
on behalf of the entire black female community irrespective of national boundaries.
